After a short sharp warm up, a few passing skills and issue of kit to 2 new players Sam and Alex – welcome; the team was built up from the pack to the backs and we were joined by 4 Luctonians boys to make us 12 v their 13 players. We dropped flankers and full back leaving the following positions covered:
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From the kick off Chaddesley immediately applied pressure pushing into Luctonians half, after a number of phases of play George came out with the ball side stepping and brushing his way past the defence for a run away try within the first 10 minutes. Our Luctonian player missed the conversion.

After the kick off Chaddesley returned to Luctonians half, good rucking and a pop pass back to Sam gave him the opportunity to drive on and through their defence for a strong solo try, again missed by the Luctonian kicker.

Donald cleanly caught the ball from the next kick off, allowing passing between the whole team and phased play moved the ball forward close enough for Connor to take the final drive through to score, this time the kicker converted.

Next it was Georges turn to break out of a maul with the ball and streak off to score, but no conversion.

James then led the play, he burst away swivelled out of several tackles eventually popping the ball to one of our Luctonian players for him to score for us but not convert

Donald again took the ball from the kick off, passed to James who built up his speed and ran 2/3 of the pitch without being touched to score, conversion missed

Strong runs with swivels out of tackles by Alex and support from Luke along the left wing left our Luctonian man close enough to score for us. 

The Luctonians coach had some words with them and suddenly they came alive with a very fast break wide and to the right curling round our defence and too fast for James to catch, giving them their first try and conversion before the half time whistle

Then they repeated the move this time on the left. Again the conversion failed.

George wanted to go into the scrum but was needed as our reliable link between forwards and backs so stayed out most of the time, but when sucked in Tom took over scrum half duties and passed the ball well.

Eventually the tide changed with Chaddesleys forwards driving on with George in tow who broke away for his hat trick try under the posts, he celebrated with a drop kick conversion but was too tired to lift the ball over the posts.

Then the Luctonians were away down the left wing a good tackle by one of their own stopped this try, Sam broke away for another solo run but could not make it all the way alone, the ball was turned over and a final score was made by the home side, the ball failed to be converted
