We were joined by 3 of the smaller Redditch boys, making us 15 to play their 15. After a short warm up, and some un opposed phased drills the boys looked set for a promising game. We also had a few moments additional team preparation while waiting for George to return from his trip to the clubhouse before kick off. 

We had the advantage of the hill for the first half and immediately pressed Redditch back to their try line, after 5 minutes of holding possession and ball recycling left Sean tantalisingly close to their try line before possession was lost after a scrum, a subsequent penalty allowed their large no. 8 to break away 2/3 of the pitch before being caught by Alex and bundled into touch.

Eventually their fast left wing broke away and streaked along the touchline to score, conversion missed.

Chaddesley immediately took the ball back to their line but were unable to cross before Sam was driven into touch.

Their left wing made a repeat break and score again no conversion.

Connor switched from hooker to replace our Redditch man at no. 8 in an attempt to increase pressure from our back row. But for a third time their left wing got away but no conversion.

Sean managed to break away from a rolling maul and made considerable distance before being sent into touch. From the line out James B snaked away sideways then forwards through several tackles before being stopped. After turn over we lost considerable ground until Alex picked up a loose ball and ran 2/3 of the pitch to score our first try no conversion.

Redditch immediately replied with a try and conversion.

Chaddesley capitalised on a penalty from their no. 8 handing off to the face George pressed though numerous tackles before a knock on led to a scrum on their 5 yard line. Harry picked up from the scrum which was well driven by the forwards and peeled round to dive over Redditch’s try line for a fine try no conversion before half time 

Despite the differnce in score Chddesley had maintained some 75% of the possession and the majority of the territory during the half with fine forward rolling phases interspersed with rolling back bursts but could not quite complete the journey over Redditch’s try line

Further series of runs by the backs with Alex and James B both drawing their opposite numbers and executing perfectly timed passes to maximise our forward momentum. Eventually it was George again who broke away in the centre to again score under the posts and James B to convert.

Next it was Alex again making a long solo run for the line but was just snagged by the shirt before the line with no other green shirts around the ball was lost and Redditch cruised back down the hill for the last try but no conversion.

The fans and opposing coaches were full of praise for the style skill and commitedness right up to the final whistle of all the Chaddesley boys who should be proud of their professional clinical play that provided very entertaining game for the spectators.
