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U/14  JP Morgan 7’s Tournament  REPORT – at SixWays Worcester - Saturday 15th October 2011

It was a warm sunny morning and boys began to converge on the pitches over the canal from the North car park. 2 teams from: Worcester, Hereford, Luctonians, Telford and Kidderminster and one from: Alcester, Moseley, Malvern, Evesham, Camp Hill, Old Hales and Chaddesley Corbett. Steve Joslin made the draws for pitches and game selections. The matches were to be played on 2 smaller pitches and two huge ones!

As it was a Saturday school matches took preference meaning Elliot, George, Harry, Tom and Sam were not available for our line up today.

So the squad comprised of: Connor, James P, James B, Alex, Sean, Donald, Jack, Luke and guest appearance from Tom McGrory who proved to be a formidable scrum half.

Match 1 V KIDDERMINSTER 1 on smaller pitch 2

From the kick off Chaddesley gained and kept possession looking strong with good running from Tom, and James repeated phases culminating in Sean going over to score drop conversion missed.

Kidderminster caught the kick off but their player was immediately flattened by one of Donalds crushing tackles. Ball was thrown forward but kiddy won the scrum and went away for their first try, conversion missed.

Kidderminsters morale was now boosted and Chaddesley let them through again for their second try and conversion before half time.

Donald put in another solid tackle allowing Chaddesley to turn the ball over and Sean was off on a run but was eventually held by three boys but managed to get the ball out to James who engaged warp drive and ran round the opposition to score under the posts allowing Tom to convert.

Kidderminster then had their run through to score.

From the kick off Donald took the ball cleanly and ran forward but with no support was turned over allowing Kidderminster to reply with another try but no conversion.

A last ditch effort by all the green shirts held up the next Kidderminster invasion over the line and drove them back out unfortunately they then made a clean break over the line to score and convert and conclude the game.

Match 2 V Luctonians 1 on large pitch 1

Again from the kick off Chaddesley took the game to their opponents with a strong run by James P but he failed to reach their line from turnover Luctonians went out wide using the width of the pitch and ran round Chaddesley to score and convert.

James P again used his speed and width of the pitch but Luctonians were equally fast and bundled him into touch.

Tom tried to kick over them but they gathered the ball and used space to reach unstoppable speed, score and convert. Donald, James B, James P and Sean all tried breakaways but with at least two fast Luctonians taking each one down we could not get through, Luctonians continued to find overlaps and run round Chaddesley.

The second half Chaddesley kept possession and played a much tighter game with multi phase play thereby stopping Luctonians from gaining space and running round us only conceding two tries and one conversion. Again solid tackling by Donald ensured the try line was reached less frequently. Solid hooking by Connor and strong drives by the Chaddesley scrum ensured few set pieces were lost.

Match 3 V WORCESTER 2 on smaller pitch 2

Having learnt that possession and multi phase play restricted the oppositions attacking power the boys kept it tight against the larger Worcester 2 team made up predominantly of forwards who had to work very hard to get past the green shirts who playing as a squad put up a valiant fight keeping the try count down to about 3 per half and a smattering of conversions.

The play was hard reducing green shirts to 5 players at one stage, but by full time after cold sprays and bandaging the boys were back up to 7 plus.

The boys heads never dropped and a strong performance was kept up against strong well drilled opposition.

Match 4 V MALVERN 1 on Larger pitch 4

The earlier matches led to Chaddesley reaching the first round of the plate, immediately James P went off on a fast break but once tackled was turned over allowing Malvern to open the scoring.

Alex ran out well with support from Luke and Jack allowed us to move towards the oppositions line posse ion was again maintained for much longer limiting Malverns try score to two per half.

Sean ran the length of the pitch only to be brought down feet from their try line thus rounding off play for the Chaddesley boys and leaving Worcester 1 to go on to win overall.

But the day was not over with the boys joining their parents to watch The Warriors beat Wasps by one point including a foray onto and around the pitch at half time whilst Worcester 1 received their cup and medals.

Man of the match was this week awarded to the Captain of the day who led by example and tackled throughout with determination skill and success well done Donald.
